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Featured multiple times on the popular Japanese TV show “Why did you
come to Japan?”, Masaaki Hatsumi is a classic example of a Japanese person
more famous overseas, and he has been getting increased attention in
recent years. Hatsumi was the 34th Grandmaster of the Togakure-ryu ninja
arts, one of the three major sects alongside Iga and Koga. He also started the
8th School of Kobudo. The “Bushinkan Budo” martial arts style he created
has ninja arts at its core combined with numerous ancient Japanese Kobudo
styles, and there are now dojo facilities in 55 countries worldwide. The style
said to have a total of 300,000 practitioners.
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The Bujinkan Honbu Dojo receives disciples from all over the world who
wish to receive Grandmaster Masaaki Hatsumi's instruction. All disciples
are experienced and ranked practitioners themselves and are”active
instructors in their respective countries. Some of these disciples visit Japan
3 to 4 times per year to receive training.
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Mr. Hatsumi was featured in a 2007 issue of Newsweek Japan in a section
entitled "The 100 Most Respected Japanese People in the World". He is
considered a ninja master with disciples worldwide and deemed a
modern-day ninja for these accomplishments. Known as a dojo where
followers can learn not only ninjitsu but other practical martial arts, the
Bujinkan Honbu Dojo (Bujinkan main dojo) in Noda receives visitors from
across the world (including from the US, Spain, Germany, and Argentina)
who wish to learn his techniques.
