The Kikkoman Goyogura (Japanese for Imperial Soy Sauce Brewery) was first built
along the Edo River (Nakanodai, Noda, Chiba) in 1939 as a dedicated brewery to the
then Imperial Household Ministry (now the Imperial Household Agency). After
marking its 7oth anniversary in 2009, the Goyogura was relocated to the Kikkoman
Noda Plant in 2011. To this day, soy sauce to be delivered to the Imperial Household
Agency is brewed in the Goyogura, using the traditional Honjozo brewing method.
Historical tools and equipment used to brew soy sauce in 1939 are preserved and
exhibited within this culturally important facility.

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Building of the castle is believed to have been begun by the Yanada Clan in 1457. Sekiyado
Castle is located in the center of the Kanto Plain at the northern edge of Chiba and surrounded
by rivers. The terrain gives it a superb defensive position that is difficult to attack, making it the
scene of frequent struggles for dominance during the Age of the Country at War. Its former
appearance can be guessed from the remains of the inner citadel, large ditch, inner moat, and
outermost defenses. A stone monument marks the place where the inner citadel of Sekiyado
Castle once stood. (Municipal Historic Site) The Sekiyado Domain was founded in 1590 when
Tokugawa leyasu took over the Kanto region. He established Matsudaira Yasumoto, his
younger maternal half-brother, as the lord of this domain worth 20,000 koku (a measure of the
amount of rice required to feed one person for a year). The Sekiyado Domain were
daimyo(lords) in hereditary vassalage to the Tokugawas, and held important posts for the
Shogunate government. The territory they controlled grew from the original 20,000 koku to
over 73,000
